Extra Credit Assignment: Create/Present a Poster
CS 355 Computer Architecture

This extra credit is potentially worth up to an additional 6% on your grade (equivalent to a presentation).

Here is the assignment:

1. Create a Poster that answers the following questions: (4%)
· What is the current annual power usage, cost, and greenhouse gas (GHG) emission level of a particular computer lab (CS or Computer Technology Services)?  Consider average time in sleep versus active modes, as appropriate.
· How do these computers rate in relation to other computers, such as laptops and Energy Star versions?  What is the extra cost of the Energy Star versions (if these computers are not)?  
· How much can electrical costs and GHG emissions drop with user involvement, such as powering down screens or putting a computer into a hibernate mode when not in use?

You should work with the computer lab manager (Heather or CTS), because they will likely know important information (such as electrical costs) and have a perspective on this background. 

2. Present a PowerPoint presentation on your findings to the IT Practices Center, Friday May 4, 8 AM. (2%, optional)  This will involve formatting your work into a PowerPoint presentation, and presenting it to some local business IT managers.  
This assignment will be graded, and the extra credit given will be proportional to the grade.  Therefore, getting feedback from Dr Lincke may also be important for a high assignment grade.  If two people work together on the assignment, the maximum 6% will be divided among the two, in whatever proportion the students agree on.  The work must be done by the end of April.
